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MASS OF THE LORD’S SUPPER 
Late in the afternoon of Holy Thursday, Lent ends and the 
Church enters the Easter Triduum. That evening we celebrate 
the Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 7:00 p.m. The key to the 
Triduum is that there is no separation of the cross and the 
resurrection, of suffering and glory. 
Jesus commands us to celebrate the new and eternal sacrifice 
that He gave to us when He was about to die. The liturgical 
movement is carried by the story from the Passover Meal from 
Exodus, Paul’s account of the Lord’s Supper and from John, the 
washing of the feet. 
THE HOLY OILS , Chrism, by which the newly baptized are 
anointed and confirmed, oil of the catechumens and oil of the 
sick which were blessed by the Bishop at the Chrism Mass are 
publicly received. The Mass ends with the procession of the 
Blessed Sacrament to the place of reposition. 
NIGHT PRAYER is celebrated at 10:00 p.m. to conclude 
Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. 
 
THE CELEBRATION OF THE LORD’S 
PASSION on Friday afternoon consists of three 
parts: Liturgy of the Word, Veneration of the 
Cross and Holy Communion. Following the 
intercessions, the cross is carried solemnly into 
the assembly and is venerated by all. The Rite concludes with a 
simple communion service. The Liturgy ends as it began, in 
silence. 
      
ON HOLY SATURDAY , the Church waits at the Lord’s tomb 
meditating on His suffering and death. Only after the Solemn Vigil 
at night, held in anticipation of the Resurrection, does the Easter 
celebration begin with a spirit of joy that overflows into the 
following period of fifty days. 

 
THE EASTER VIGIL  is the heart of our Liturgy. It is 
divided into four segments: A Service of Light, where 
the Paschal Candle is carried into the Church 
sharing its light with the faithful; the Service of the 

Word with a series of readings from the Old and New Testaments 
recounting the wonderful things God has done for His people; the 
Liturgy of Baptism welcomes new catechumens into the Church 
and candidates into full communion with the Catholic Church 
through Confirmation, and finally in the Liturgy of the Eucharist, 
we share the table prepared by the Lord through His Death and 
Resurrection. 
 
EASTER SUNDAY  we proclaim that the Risen 
Christ has conquered death and opened for us the 
way to eternal life. The fifty days of Easter (until 
Pentecost Sunday) are celebrated in joyful 
exultation as one great feast day or one “great 
Sunday”. The Paschal Candle remains in the Sanctuary as a 
symbol of the presence of the Risen Christ. These above all 
others are the days for singing Alleluia.  
 
EASTER FLOWER DELIVERY 
Volunteers delivering flowers to our homebound parishioners are 
asked to pick them up this weekend in the Lower Church.

There is still time to memorialize your loved ones during the 
Easter Season with flowers in the Sanctuary and throughout the 
Church.

Mass there should be no need to set up additional chairs in the 
Church, which, at best, is an inconvenience and, at worst, can be 
a safety hazard. However, for the additional Mass to help with 
overcrowding, Mass attendance needs to be spread somewhat 
evenly over the three morning Masses. If everyone congregates 
toward the 9:00 and 11:00, the additional Mass will not help. It is 
our hope that most of our regular 8:00 a.m. Sunday worshippers 
and some others will choose the 7:30 a.m. Mass.
